This course emphasizes musical literacy through Guitar focusing on performance, appreciation, and 
analysis of musical forms.  Students will explore, discuss, perform, and analyze different guitar music as 
well as reflecting on those experiences.

Evaluation Policy: 

70% Formative Evaluation includes -Scale and technique tests, group performances, written 
and performance activities, music history with an emphasis on guitar music, and a performance 
analysis project.   
30% Summative Evaluation – Theory summative (in class) and Practical Guitar Exam during 
the exam period.
